COVER STORY
The cover motif displays owl statues that can be seen on top of the four 
carrying pillars of the half-dome on the Croatian State Archive. Built 
in 1913 as the winning project of the architect Rudolf Lubynski, the 
building represents one of the most beautiful Art Nouveau architectural 
pieces in Zagreb. Located at Marulić Square in the Down Town area of 
the so-called green horseshoe, the building is surrounded by several 
city parks. The high half-dome above the central reading room of the 
palace, with four pillars and four owls carrying four globes, represents 
wisdom as the carrying foundation of the world. The facade is decorated 
with allegories of four university sciences – philosophy, law, medicine 
and theology by the sculptor Robert Frangeš Mihanović and with an 
allegory of librarianship by Rudolf Valdec that are integrated in simple, 
yet monumental vision of architecture. Therefore, the building itself 
is a unique example of the comprehensive artwork (term known as a 
Gesamtkunstwerk) in Croatia.
